Using the Reproducibles
Conserving Energy at Home 
Provide a copy of the reproducible to each student or create a transparency for the class to complete 

together. Then encourage students to use the back of their worksheets to list other ways they might waste 

energy at home and at school. As a class, discuss steps students can take to conserve energy.

Conservation Acrostic Poem
Encourage students to make a list of words associated with conserving energy that begin with the letters 

in conserve. Invite students to use the list with the reproducible to write a conservation acrostic poem. 

When students finish writing their poems, have them draw symbols that represent energy conservation to 

create a border around their poetry.

Conservation Comic
Invite students to design a comic strip about the importance of 

energy conservation. After students complete their comics, have them 

cut out the strips and mount them onto a strip of construction paper. 

Post the completed comics around the room, and invite students to 

read their comics to the class. Or bind the comics into a class comic 

book, and place it in the classroom library for students to read.

Additional Activities
Class Newspaper
Help students develop their research and writing skills, and send an environmentally 

friendly message, while publishing a classroom conservation newspaper. Assign 

students roles such as Investigative Reporter, Opinion Columnist, Advice Columnist, 

and Advertising. Have students research and write articles about the steps their school is taking to 

conserve energy; how students can conserve energy at school and at home; why it’s important to conserve 

energy; and different products that support energy conservation. Encourage students to draw pictures to 

accompany their articles. 

Bright Ideas
Create a lightbulb template on cardboard or poster paper. Place the template 

at a learning center. Have students trace the shape onto a piece of yellow 

construction paper and cut out the lightbulb. Invite students to write or illustrate 

an energy-saving tip inside of the lightbulb. Post the bright ideas on a classroom 

bulletin board or in the hallway for others to read.
